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COVID-19 — SARLIGE BESTEMMELSER

1. COVID-19-utbruddet kan ha en negativ innvirkning pa Pon Power AS sin forsyningskjede, logistikk og
giennomfgringsplaner. Selv om det er vanskelig a forutse ngyaktig hva konsekvensene vil bli, kan utbruddet og
eventuelle restriktive tiltak knyttet til dette, pavirke Pon Power AS leverandgrer og Pon Power AS selv pa en slik mate at
det til slutt forhindrer eller forsinker Pon Power AS evne til & utfgre noen av sine forpliktelser som planlagt eller
forespurt, inkludert muligheten til 3 tilby (teknisk) personell eller reparasjonstjenester.

2. Dersom utbruddet pavirker Pon Power AS evne til a utfgre sine forpliktelser, har Pon Power AS rett til 3 stanse
utfgrelsen av sine forpliktelser uten & padra seg noe ansvar for den annen parts kostnader, skader eller tap som oppstar
ved slik stans. Pon Power AS vil informere bergrte parter dersom slike tilfeller oppstar.

3. Pon Power AS vil kunne gke priser / satser pa varer og tjenester ved endringer i prisene for ravarer, skatter, valuta,
Ignn eller andre forhold som er relatert til COVID-19-utbruddet. Hvis pris- eller kursgkningen utgjgr mer enn 10% av
den opprinnelige prisen / satsen, kan den andre parten si opp avtalen ved a gi beskjed til Pon Power AS, forutsatt at slik
varsel mottas innen 3 (tre) dager etter at Pon Power AS har sendt varsel om gkning i pris/sats, uten at noen av partene
har ansvar for den annen parts kostnader, skader eller tap som oppstar ved en slik oppsigelse.

4. Hvis en COVID-19 relatert suspensjon fra Pon Power AS sin side fortsetter i mer enn 120 dager, kan begge parter si
opp avtalen med gyeblikkelig virkning, igjen uten at noen av partene har ansvar for den annen parts kostnader, skader
eller tap som oppstar ved en slik oppsigelse.

COVID-19 CONSEQUENCES

1. The COVID-19 outbreak may have an adverse impact on Pon Power AS's supply chain, logistics, and implementation
plans. While the precise consequences remain unpredictable, the outbreak and any restrictive measures related
thereto may negatively affect Pon Power AS's suppliers and Pon Power AS itself and ultimately may prevent, hinder or
delay Pon Power AS's ability to perform some of its obligations as planned or requested, including the ability to provide
(technical) personnel or repair services.

2. If and to the extent that the outbreak adversely affects Pon Power AS's ability to perform its obligations, Pon Power
AS shall be entitled to suspend the performance of its obligations without incurring any liability for the other party's
costs, damages or loss that arise from such suspension. Pon Power AS will provide an update of any adverse impacts if
and when any are determined.

3. Pon Power AS is permitted to increase the price / rate of goods and services in the event of changes of the prices for
raw materials, taxes, currency, wages, or any other circumstances related to the COVID-19 outbreak. If the price or rate
increase amounts to more than 10% of the original price / rate, the other party may terminate the agreement by giving
notice to Pon Power AS, provided that such notice is received within 3 (three) days of Pon Power AS's notice to increase
the price/rate, again without any liability of either party for the other party's costs, damages or loss that arise from
such termination.

4. If a COVID-19 related suspension on the part of Pon Power AS continues for more than 120 days either party may
terminate the agreement with immediate effect, without any liability of either party for the other party's costs,
damages or loss that arise from such termination.
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
